Drugs, Alcohol, and Palisadian Youth
by Sgt. Ronnie Crump, LAPD

Many people believe that using prescription medications to
get high is “safer” than using illegal drugs. A large nemb
also mistakenly think that these drugs are safer because they
have legitimate uses. However, taking them improperly or
when healthy to get high or self medicate can be every bit as
dangerous and addictive as illegal street drugs.

While we often focus on the highly illegal drugs such as
Crystal Meth, Cocaine, Heroin, Marijuana, Hash, Inhalants,
GHB, Ecstasy, and a host of other street drugs, we often
overlook the presence of the easily accessible prescription
(Rx) drugs, such as pain relievers, stimulants, and sedatives,
in our homes, schools, and communities.

Teenage consumption of these drugs combined with over-
the-counter medications, mixed doses, and used in
conjunction with alcohol is not only illegal, but dangerous and
reckless. However, the perceived notion they are safer
sometimes legitimizes the consumption. We (LAPD)
recognize that it is not easy being a young adult, but poor
decisions can have a dramatic effect on the future and could
even be fatal. Drunk and drugged driving, overdosing, and
recreational use is present in our community and often leads to
dangerous and risky behaviors that result in Police and Fire
Department responses.

We ask that parents and families closely examine and
evaluate the potential for Drug and Alcohol Abuse in their
young adults because it is often overlooked and not perceived
as a problem. A broad range of societal influences affect
young people, but the best mentors and teachers are family,
friends, and solidarity in community.

(Editor's Note) LAPD Sgt. Crump heads the Miggt. Last October,
before the Pacific Palisades Community Council réygorted that LAPD
noticed a spike in illegal alcohol and drug actieg by minors in Pacific
Palisades, an otherwise rather quiet and law-algdaommunity and one
of the best places to raise kids. LAPD made 26stsref juveniles ages 14
— 18 for violations of alcohol consumption, andieglusing drugs such as
crystal meth and marijuana. Drunk driving was aiseolved.

Officer Crump made a plea to the community asgecially to the
parents to set standards for the behavior of thatlys, to pay attention to
them, to talk to them and to know where they arallaimes. He pointed
out that risky behavior by kids affects the entoenmunity, since it not
only puts the kids themselves in danger but alssettaround them, such
as other drivers on the road

However, | was elated when | also read that
fleas, ticks, and mosquitoes are repelled by
garlic.

In the January Newsletter | reported that
“Liquid Fence,” a garlic and putrid egg
concoction, had successfully kept deer out
of our yard. | had also noticed that we
were not plagued by mosquitoes this
summer but did not attribute this to the
garlic compound in the product. | am now
spraying the garden, lawn, and the
perimeter to keep out the unwanted insects
and it really works!

Of course, the straight forward approach
of growing garlic or laying out garlic
cloves should technically work, but |
haven't tried that yet.

Call 911 — From your Cell Phone

A few years ago we blew a tire on Intersteenorth
of Saint George. When | reached for my cell phimneall
911 for road side assistance, my newly licensed/ed
old son insisted that 911 be only used for emerigencl
told him that this IS an emergency. | also expmdiro
him that throughout the country, a 911 call frontell
phone does not reach the regular 911 police dikpatc

center, but connects to Highway Patrol which cusidim
responds to road side emergencies such as ours.

The cell phone 911 routing to Highway Patrel i
steeped in history when cell phones were called car
phones and were the size and weight of a brief. cabey
were also initially hardwired to the car. The pban the
car was (and still is) mobile, and therefore caudd depict
the location of the phone at the call center. This
information is customarily based on the land lidgrass
and is a vital component to this day for the quietponse
of emergency units. Since the majority of emergenn
a car are indeed roadside emergencies, thus thiegda
Highway Patrol makes sense.

Things are different now within the boundard the
City of Los Angeles. When you call 911 on yourlcel
phone from anywhere within the city limits of Los
Angeles, at home or in your car, the call is routedhe
regular 911 police dispatch center. Once you ateiade
the city limits, the call automatically routes tdagHway
Patrol again.

In Los Angeles, GPS technology in conjunctiath the
location of the nearest cell phone antennas, dgesnyour
location and connects you with the same 911 opeaatib you
had called from a land line. Your location infotioa is now
available to quickly dispatch emergency vehiclasifessary,
to assist you. While it is always advisable to enaknergency
calls from a land line if available, your cell plean LA can be
a life saver with quick access to ambulanadicey and fire
units.
