Safety and traffic concerns are raised by the
PPCC about the proposed location of the Chaba
pre-school on Sunset Boulevard.

As many of you know the corner of Sunset
and West Marquez is dangerous. The cars often
drive at high speeds and there is a blind cofner
just before the lot.

The Council voted to recommend that the
permit to operate the Chabad pre-school be
contingent upon a proper traffic study and a
traffic plan approved by LADOT.

MKPOA president, Haldis Toppel, met with
Rabbi Cunin several weeks ago to discuss ways
to mitigate our own, Marquez Knolls, traffE
and parking problems in that area. In their
meeting it was agreed that there will be right
turns only in and out of the facility on Sunset,
and that there will be no psehool parking of
pre-school traffic through the Marquez Knolls
Flats (local residents exempt).

| made sure that the Council insisted that
these same restrictions be added to the school’s
traffic plan that is presented to LADOT for
approval.

| also asked that there be a trajfc

safety officer assigned to enforce the traffic
rules and to assure that parents with children
who are walking to the school use the proper
cross walk at the light at the Sunset and |W.
Marquez intersection.
The school told the Council and the City that
this will be a temporary location.
There were other concerns about the stability
of the land, but the Department of Building ahd
Safety felt that since no grading or excavation is
required for the placement of the temporary
trailers, this would not be a problem.
The Palisades Chabad has agreed to vacate
the lot no later than August 31, 2009.

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Daylight Saving Time Ends: November 2

?l Saving Time doesn't end until Sunday,

November ¥. The Energy Policy Act of
2005 extended Daylight Saving Time an additional four
weeks beginning in 2006. The act is controversial, but
was passed to save energy through reduced power by
business during daylight hours.

Daylight Saving Time was first observed in the
United States during both World War | (1918-1919) and
World War 1l (1942-1945) to conserve resourced for the
war effort. From 1945-1966 there was no U.S. law
about Daylight Saving Time, so states were free to
observe it or not. This caused confusion for the
transportation and broadcast industries, so the Uniform
Time Act of 1966 was created. States, which chose to
participate, had to abide by set timelines (second Sunday
in March to the first Sunday in November).

So don't forget to fall back one hour on Sunday,
November 2. When you change your clocks back one-
hour, take the time to put fresh batteries in your smoke

detectors.
